· $2,350  Basic Team Fee. ($1,175 per half) Includes all preseason and regular season games, including playoffs, but No practice times.

· $3,150  Practice Session “949 Option.” ($1,575 per half) A flex-based program by The 949 for practices sessions, try-outs, playoffs and tourneys, etc.  Consult with The 949 for more information about your practice sessions and schedules.

Notes: Clubs may purchase Practice Sessions individually at the rink facility of their choosing   Practice option pricing above is exclusive to The 949 Roller Hockey Center. Fees are payable in one or optionally two installments splitting the season into halves.  The first installment is due before the first preseason game.
